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Lesson Plan – Module 3


  Lesson plan title:  Descriptions - People

   Concept / Topic to teach:  Vocabulary used to describe people – appearance. 





General goal(s):  To revise vocabulary already used & introduce new adjectives.








Required materials:  Computers for each student.  Alternate page 1/2 of the Describe_and_Draw  PDF.  Or, handouts of the PDF [� HYPERLINK "http://www.eflclub.com/9resourcebox/levels/level3/Describe_and_draw.pdf" ��Link�]





Notes:  This lesson will use a classroom which is equipped with a PC for every Student, a ‘teachers’ PC & projector. If no projector is available, use printed examples. (ss = students) (Google.co.uk is used as the default homepage)








   





   	 








Lead-In:   Ask ss if they have a favourite pop star, actor etc..  Ask them if they could describe that person in English.  Give an example to the ss, by describing a famous person & boarding the adjectives used (Vaclav Klaus is a good model, as he has distinct features & all the ss know him).  Ss ‘guess who’.





Procedures:  Split ss into small groups and ask them to make a list of vocabulary used to describe people.  Once they have produced a list, groups take turns to call out a word, board the results.  Ask the class for the opposite if one is apparent. Add any vocabulary missing from the board, which is typically used in a description. Ss enter any unknown words into their vocabulary books.  





Pair students and seat them at the computers (or use handouts).  Student A opens picture one, student B, picture 2.  Ss take turns in describing one of the celebrities whilst the other one draws a picture using the description.  They should write the name of the person if they know it. Ss are not allowed to look at each others screens/papers.  When the exercise is finished, ss compare sketches to the originals (If time is available, ss may describe & draw more than one person).


 





Closure (Link to lead in):  Board the name of a celebrity, and ask the ss to call out adjectives they would use in a description of the person, ss must agree that each word is suited to the description.  Ss may write a full description for homework.
