  Lesson plan title:  Listening Practice 1

   Concept / Topic to teach:  To examine the format of ‘listening’ exercises on the Bridge website.





General goal(s): To make students aware of the format & layout of the listening exercises in Z LEVEL - LISTENING - Část první.  To practice listening for specific information whilst filtering out distracting or misleading content.  The aim is to introduce the format & demonstrate the techniques for this specific task, the errors caused by insufficient ability are not the issue.











Required materials:  Access to online PC’s or teachers PC with projector.  Class audio system or individual headsets.  Access to bridge-online [� HYPERLINK "http://bridge-online.cz/2006/index.php?sk=blue&akc=cviceniknovymmaturitam" ��Link�]





Notes:  This lesson will use a classroom which is equipped with a PC for every Student, a ‘teachers’ PC & projector. If no projector is available, use printed examples. (ss = students) (Google.co.uk is used as the default homepage)








   





   	 








Lead-In:   Ask ss if there is any difference between the ways people speak in the CZ.  Can they tell if someone is from the opposite side of the country by their accents? Are their any regional accents which are strong & difficult to understand?  Does being close to the boarder of another country affect the way we speak? 





Procedures:  Introduce the ss to the Bridge-online website and that they will be practicing listening exercises.  Play a sample of the � HYPERLINK "http://bridge-online.cz/2006/cviceni_k_novym_maturitam/06.mp3" ��audio� with no visual aid & ask if the ss can understand what is being said.  Can they tell which country the speakers are from?  Explain that the listening exercises all have different native speakers, and that they will be from different regions, but they will hear each ‘listening’ twice.      





Show the first exercise on the projector and ask the ss to read out the 4 possible answers.  Play the first exercise twice and ask the ss what they think the answer is & elicit why they chose that answer.  Replay the audio, demonstrating that all possible answers are heard.  Ss should listen carefully and try to distinguish between the correct answer & general conversation.





Independent Practice:  Ss go to their PCs and load up the selected bank of tests.  Tell them they may listen to the audio as many times as they like (within reason) and to click their chosen answer from the multiple choices of 4.  Ss should complete the 6 examples and wait for permission before checking their score.  Monitor the ss errors (are their patterns?) and allow them to re-listen & change their choices.








Closure (Link to lead in):  How did the ss understand the different accents in the examples?  Were the speakers talking too quickly?  Have the ss any comments about how to improve the chances of success?
