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Lesson Plan – Module 4



  Lesson plan title:  International Seminar of Innovation

   Concept / Topic to teach:  Students prepare a short presentation about a product they invent.





General goal(s): To give ss instruction & practice introducing themselves in English.  To practice completing a short form, and to produce a short presentation which they will give to the class.





This is a double lesson, and may be split into two parts.  Part one, ‘Introduce Yourself’ will not last 45 minutes, so students can complete the ‘task’ on the Seminar of Innovation work sheet.  The company presentations will require a full 45 minute lesson to allow students to complete the worksheet and give their presentations to the class.   If the class is large, or students are weak/shy, they can work in pairs, taking it in turns to answer the questions about their product during their presentation.








Required materials:  Worksheet & chalk/marker board





Notes:  This lesson is suitable as a lead in to students creating a power point presentation, such as the ones detailed in the lesson “Power point – effective use” available in this portfolio. 





   





   	 








Lead-In:   Ask ss how often they meet new people, and are the people they meet their age (other students) or older.  Elicit examples of locations where greeting new people are common.,  





Procedures:  Direct ss to part one of the ‘introduce yourself’ worksheet and follow the instructions in the exercise, assisting the students with brain storming, and spelling.  Board examples & add some of your own if necessary.  





In part 2, go through the text with the ss, explain any vocabulary they are not familiar with.  Choose a confident student, and demonstrate a greeting, making sure you adhere to the five points.  You may wish to repeat the greeting with other students, doing something wrong (like babbling, or fidgeting), the ss should call out the error.





In part 3, ss complete the gaps in the text, the practice their greeting with other ss.  Watch out for tell tale signs of fidgeting, limp hand shake, or overly long ‘hand holding’.





International Seminar of Innovation.








Give the ss a few minutes to check the meaning of the words in the box in their dictionaries, or with the teacher.  Go through the task with the ss and elicit examples of jobs within a company.  Steer students away from being a simple ‘manager’ to more specific roles.  Board the examples, and add some of your own if needed.  





With the students help, board a copy of the form.  Choose a creative name that matches the product; make sure ss know not to choose an existing company in their local town (which has happened many times during teaching this lesson).  For Example:  Company name:  Electroboard.  Location:  Tokyo, Japan.  Products manufactured:  Skateboards & scooters.  New product:  Electric skateboard.

Give the ss a few minutes to fill out the form, circulating and assisting as necessary.  Get students to stand up in pairs, and introduce themselves, using some of the information on the form.  Example:  ‘Good afternoon, my name is John Thomas & I am the technical director for Electroboard, I am glad to meet you’.





Let the students mingle & practice their introductions with the other ss.





Company Presentation - Preparation.  





Go through the gaps in the text with the students and add the questions to the board, under the information from the previous task.  Elicit examples of answers to the questions & board them.  Ask the students what other information they would like to know about the product, and give answers.  Example:  How fast is it – 20Kph.  How far will it go – 10Km.  How heavy is it – 5Kg.  How long does it take to charge the battery – 12 hours.





Tell the students to complete their company presentation and to anticipate and questions they may be asked, making notes on a separate piece of paper.  Allow students ample time to think about what they will say.  Monitor the ss progress and give assistance/prompts where required.  (It may be useful to have a few companies & products prepared for ss who can’t think of anything).





The presentations.





Ask for a volunteer student/s to give their presentation or choose a strong student.  Tell the ss that they are going to give their presentation to the class, and that the class may ask them questions about their product.  Arrange the seating to the presenter is facing the whole class (if possible).  





The first student/s talk about their product & the class ask questions.  Be prepared to jump in & assist by clarifying questions or by offering multiple choice answers to the presenter.  Also make a note of any fidgeting, pacing or even dancing about.





When the presentation is complete, encourage the class to applaud.  





Give the presenters a quick positive appraisal and ask the class what they though.  Did anyone see any signs of nervousness, like fidgeting etc..   Explain that it is natural to be nervous, and that a little practice & experience is very useful.





The rest of the class give their presentations, following the same procedure.  Once the presentations have been made, discuss with students which of the products featured would be most useful & practical.  Which product would they like to buy if money was no object.





As a follow-up or homework, ss can use the internet to research the origins of modern things.  For example, domestic appliances, computers, cars etc..  They can then give a short ‘show & tell’ using printed pictures or projected images.
