Lesson plan title:  Language passport

Concept / Topic to teach:  Creating Europass language certificate





General goal(s):  To be able to create an online language certificate & understand the terminology.





Specific objectives:  To be able to navigate the Europass website.  To create a language certificate in Czech & English.  To recognise the need to have a certificate. To understand the grading system employed.





Required materials:  Access to a PC for every student.  Printed examples of Czech & English Language Passports, or PC with projector. [� HYPERLINK "http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/img/dynamic/c1349/type.FileContent.file/ELPExamples_en_GB.pdf" ��Link�]   Printed examples of Czech instructions for creating a Language Passport, or PC with projector. [� HYPERLINK "http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/img/dynamic/c1348/type.FileContent.file/ELPInstructions_cs_CZ.pdf" ��Link�]   





Notes:  This lesson will use a classroom which is equipped with a PC for every Student, a ‘teachers’ PC & projector. If no projector is available, use printed examples. (ss = students) (Google.co.uk is used)


If there is insufficient time to complete the tasks set in this plan, the students may save their work & finish next lesson.





   





   	 








Lead-In:    Ask ss how good their English is. Elicit the main parts of English they use (Listening, reading, speaking & writing) and ask them how they would grade these.  What system would they use?  E.g. Marks out of 5, or Elementary, Pre-Int, Intermediate etc..   





Procedures:   Introduce ss to an example of an English Europass Language Passport (by projector) and stress that this would be used as one of the documents they would use when applying for a job. (You could elicit the other documents E.g. CV, references, School leaving certificate etc..)  





Go through the content with the students.  Board any vocabulary they are unfamiliar with & translate.  For weaker ss, use the Czech � HYPERLINK "http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/img/dynamic/c1347/type.FileContent.file/ELPTemplate_cs_CZ.doc" ��template� as a comparison/replacement.





Ask ss if they have any Diploma or certificates, or if they could include any linguistic experiences in their own Language Passport.  Try and elicit examples or suggest possibilities for inclusion.  





Show ss the ‘European Levels – Self Assessment Grid’ in Czech, and ask them to read the top sections (Poslech).  How do the ss rate themselves?  Inform ss that they must be realistic, as it would be obvious to an employer if they chose an inappropriate level. 





Tell the ss that they are going to make their own Language passport, by visiting the Europass website & using the online templates.


Ss sit at a PC and Google ‘Europass Language Passport’.  They should arrive � HYPERLINK "http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/europass/home/vernav/Europasss+Documents/Europass+Language+Passport/navigate.action" ��here�.  Ask them to click � HYPERLINK "javascript:openInstrument('/europass/home/vernav/Europasss+Documents/Europass+Language+Passport/ELPOnLine/navigate.action','lpwin')" �Create your Europass Language Passport now� & then to change the language to Czech from a drop down menu in the top right of the window.  Ss should read � HYPERLINK "https://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/instruments/lp/step0.do" �Three basic principles for a good Europass language Passport� and then start creating their own Language Passport.  Important:  Go through the first 3 pages with the ss, making sure they click the save button & that they can click the question marks and bulbs for help & information.  This is essential when grading their English, as the grading system is displayed.  














Remember to click ‘save’ to add your work history/education

Assessment based on objectives:








Once ss have finished their passports, ask them to preview in MS word.  Check that all ss have the relevant information, and that none of them have made obvious errors in their English level.  Ss should then email the language passport to themselves (or to the teacher if they have no email address) in Adobe® PDF + Europass XML and also word format.  (Demonstrate this via the projector).








Closure (Link to lead in):  Tell the ss that they now have a Europass Language Passport which is suitable for use when searching for employment, or further education.  However, a Language Passport in Czech is not suitable for use outside the Czech/Slovak Republics, and that they will create another passport in English, in the next lesson.








Homework suggestion:  Now the students have experience creating a Language Passport, it should only take them 15 minutes to make an English version.  If the ss have access to a PC at home or in school, this may be set for homework.  The ss could email their English version Language Passport to the teacher for checking, or print & bring to the next lesson.
