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Lesson Plan – Module 3


  Lesson plan title:  Introduction to new maturitni English exam.

   Concept / Topic to teach:  Introduce students to the new format of maturita examinations





General goal(s):       Students will be made aware of the formats of the English maturita examination. 


They will be able to identify the specific components, timing & structures.





Specific objectives:  Introduce students to Cermat website & contents related to English maturita reference material.  Define the test types & format.  Compare example tests components with definitions on handout.  





Required materials:  Computer & projector (or PCs for the students).  Access to the internet & Cermat website.  Handout for each student of the Cermat maturitni parameter sheet. [Page 3 of the Katalog - � HYPERLINK "http://www.cermat.cz/novamaturita/katalogy.php" ��http://www.cermat.cz/novamaturita/katalogy.php�] Four listening comprehension handouts (there are 4 formats on the Cermat website).  One Banana reading comprehension exercise for each student (Page 16 of the katalog)





   





   	 








Lead-In:       General discussion with the students about the existing English maturitni exams.  What do they know about the proposed new exams?





Procedures:  Open the Cermat website and navigate to the � HYPERLINK "http://www.cermat.cz/" ��http://www.cermat.cz/�  then find the information about the new maturitni English exam (� HYPERLINK "http://www.cermat.cz/novamaturita/katalogy.php" ��http://www.cermat.cz/novamaturita/katalogy.php�)





Explain that the Catalogue contains useful information about the Maturitni exam, including sample tests, and that they should make themselves familiar with it.  As the text is long, ss should read it as homework. (There will be a short comprehension test)





Focus ss on page 3 of the PDF catalogue & ask them to quickly read through the information in the table.  


Do they understand it?  Split ss into 4 groups and assign them one of the 4 sections to translate (They may use online dictionaries).  Go through the translations as a class, checking that the other students agree with each group’s interpretation/translation.





Discus with ss which elements of the test they like/dislike & have they any practical experience of these types of English.  Ask ss why they dislike certain parts of the test, how could they improve on these? 





Circulate different reading comprehension samples to each group & ask them to identify the format and match it to the table.  Take the handouts back & re-distribute one of the simpler examples (Bananas), and go through the explanation at the top of the page.  Ss complete the exercise & compare answers in class.  Revise any vocabulary ss had problems with. (If there is spare time, ss may use online dictionaries).





Inform ss that the main focus of their forth coming lessons will be to complete all elements of the maturitni exam by completing sample exercises.  (Ss may use the Symposium PC system for some exercises)








Remind ss to read the information contained in the catalogue for their homework.
