  Lesson plan title:  Interview & introduction

   Concept / Topic to teach:  Introducing other people.





Specific objectives:  To interview fellow students.  To introduce fellow students





Required materials:  Interview & introduction task sheet [� HYPERLINK "http://spsbv.cz" ��Link�]    Cuddly toy (optional)





Notes:  This lesson is intended for new students, who have yet to meet the teacher & who have not had their English language graded.  This lesson will also be supplemented by the students asking the teacher questions about his native country, family etc..  Students will also enter their own details into a MS access database for future reference.





	Students = Ss


	Teacher = T





   	 








Lead-In:   Ss will meet the T for the first time, and be encouraged to ask questions.  Depending on the input from the ss, T will board example questions.  





	 


Procedures:  Distribute the handout to ss & give them time to study the questions in task one.  Tell them they are going to interview another student and ask the questions in Task1, writing the answers in the space provided. 





(Optional) Introduce your cuddly toy (I will use a rubber chicken, for comedy effect) and encourage the students to interview Mr Chicken using the handout as a prompt.  Mr Chicken whispers the answers to T, & T boards the answers.  





Group the ss in pairs and give them time to interview each other & complete task1.  When everyone has finished, check a few examples with the ss.   Task 2 – Ss complete the text using the answers from the interview. T circulates and monitors the ss. (The text referring to brothers & sisters may need assistance, as every option is not covered).





Once ss have completed the introduction, they will stand up in pairs, and introduce each other to the rest of the class.   Make a note of any pronunciation difficulties, and go through any problem words once the ss have all finished.  (Optional) You could demonstrate this by introducing Mr. Chicken.





If there is time, ss can write a few additional questions on the back of the handout, then circulate and interview the other students, comparing answers as a class.
