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Lesson Plan – Module 3


  Lesson plan title:  Product review – Peel P50

   Concept / Topic to teach:  Producing a brief review – format & content





General goal(s): To collect information from a short video, and produce the content for an advertising blurb.





Required materials:  Computer & web access for students.  Teachers’ PC and data projector.  video clip of the Peel P50 placed on all students computers.

Teacher notes:  I selected this video clip because the Peel P50 is a funny micro car, manufactured 40 years ago.  There are plenty of statistics in the video, as well as obvious advantages & disadvantages as well as safety issues due to the changes in regulations over the past 40 years. The video content of the Top Gear website changes regularly, the clip used in this lesson may not be available, so a substitution clip should be used. Lead-In:  





Show the ss an object (a glass of water for example) and ask them what information they would want to know if they were thinking of buying it.  Elicit a few ideas such as cost, capacity, weight and add some examples of your own that the ss missed (E.G. colour, durability, dish washer safe, unbreakable etc).  Tell the ss that they are going to review a product by watching a short video clip & gathering information on paper.








Procedures:  





Board a few examples of the types of information ss can learn from watching the clip (E.G. Name, where made, cost, size, weight, practicalities, positive/negative aspects) and ask them to watch the clip without writing anything.  Once they have seen the video, elicit a few examples of the features of the car.





SS can now watch the clip on their own, repeating as necessary, to allow them to collect as much information as possible.  Circulate and help ss with the language & spelling.  





Discuss as a class, what the ss have written, and board the results.  Re-order the information, with the help of the ss into a logical order, as they would expect to find in a product blurb.  How could the negative aspects of the product be rectified?  What positive points would be stressed in an advertisement?











Lead-out:  Elicit household objects that have been around for the last few decades, (E.G. washing machine, TV, radio, VCR, kettle, cooker etc..) and what changes and improvements have been made.  As homework, ss should write a short advertising blurb for one product they have at home.   If they wish, they may use the internet to research an old product, and write about that. (Ask them to write down one web address of a picture of the product.  In the next lesson, ss can read their blurb & teacher can display pictures on the data projector.)
